24th Sunday in Ordinary Time

This morning | received a text message that a member
of my extended family will likely die of cancer within
the next few hours. His name is Luke. He is a 45-year-
old husband and father of six. Though | am not as close
to him as my sister (she is his sister-in-law and knows
him well), | wonder: how can we, including Luke himself,
manage such a terribly awful and unfair situation?

The words of this Sunday’s Gospel offer a powerful and
challenging path. Jesus says, “If any want to become my
followers, let them deny themselves and take up their
cross and follow me” (Mark 8:34). Today | see with new
freshness the starkness and strangeness of the words
take up. The cross stands for suffering which is unjust,
absurd, seemingly hopeless, and humiliating. Jesus
doesn’t say “accept” or “endure” or “tolerate,” but “take
up.” Embrace it, actively. Choose it and lift it up for oth-
ers to see what terrifies and sickens us. But somehow,
for Jesus, this is the path to “saving one's life.” A new
world is breaking in, one in which love is everything,
when no relationship can be wounded or die. | trust
that in the embraced suffering of Luke and his loved
ones, Jesus is taking up his cross and saving us all.

By the time you read this, barring a miracle, Luke will

have died. He will be carrying his cross no longer. But we
all still face suffering. This week let’s not just endure, but

take up our crosses, big and small. That's our only hope
for saving our lives.

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God's Working at St. Gabriel

Most of us know how God’s favorite numbers in Scripture are: 3 (Trinity), 7 (Sacraments, days in week), 12
(Tribes of Israel, Apostles), and 40 (40 days/nights in desert of Israelites and Jesus). Well, | am starting to
wonder if we should add the number 20 for St. Gabriel!

Last year’s Adult Faith Formation, all on the Eucharist in the Year of the Eucharist, had about 40 regular
people each week. And remember, this year's Adult Faith Formation is on Prayer, helping adults pray more
often and better. | am look forward to this starting up and helping you grow in deeper intimacy with Christ!

We have over 20 people in various stages in the OCIA (Order of Christian Initiation for Adults-formerly RCIA)
process. Some are meeting 1on 1 with Michael or another parishioner journeying with them helping them in
their relationship with Christ and discipleship, and others are now in the Catechetical stage in which they
learn more in depth teachings of the Catholic Church. Remember, adults who need Sacraments can start
OCIA whenever, not just in August time frame.

At the Youth Ministry kick off events last week for Fiat Jr. (Junior High) and Fiat (High School), there were a
little over 20 teens at each kickoff! Remember that 2 years ago when Erik (our youth minister) was hired, that
number was 0 since there hadn’t been youth ministry for several years. One of the exciting changes
happening in Fiat- the high school ministry- is it's based on relational ministry focused on small groups.
However, instead of small groups discussing what they heard in a presentation... in which teens can easily just
regurgitate what they heard ( say what the leader wants to hear to answer the question), now Fiat will use
small groups to get the teens to talk about what they know, what they think about a given topic, so that
they can start to see how relevant said person (Jesus Christ) or said teaching of the Church is in their own
lives. So that the teens are being met with where they're at and relating the faith to their own lives.

Our Catechesis of the Good Shepherd (CGS) Atriums are starting up soon, with the help of now 15
Catechists! The Kindergarteners in Annunciation School are going to Atrium during school time. This helps
prepare the children to learn how to pray and meditate on the bible stories in a hands-on way engaging their
hearts and not just their minds. St. Gabriel children at Annunciation in Sacramental Preparation are then
going to Atriums (at their level) once a month on Sundays to supplement the different kind of formation
they get in CGS compared to the in-school religious formation- again engaging their hearts and minds.
Meanwhile, all the other children in the parish are continuing their faith formation and Sacrament
Preparation with after school opportunities.

Another opportunity, | want to remind you of is St Gabriel’s subscription to Formed.org. For those that can’t
make the opportunities we offer at the parish, or just want to do more from their own home, be sure to
check out all the many and various options on Formed to better form each person in every age group. | am
confident you can find at least one thing of interest to you.

As you can see, God is doing a lot, and | am looking forward to this upcoming semester and year and seeing
the fruit God will bring about. | also hope you can see that Faith Formation is meant to be Lifelong!, that we
should always be growing and learning our entire lives as we journey closer in intimacy with Christ!
