Long before finding his footing in Arizona. Michael had already learned how fo push through tough times in the ILS,
Havy, At just 1B, he completed boot camp i Hlinois and advanced aviation training in New Jersey. He became an
Awviation Boatswain's Mate, responaible for maintaining powerful flight deck systems that launched and recovered
aircraft on an aircraft carrier.

After four years of setvice, Michael transitioned to civilian 1ife, budlt a Iife in Arizona with his girlfriend at the time,
and worked in plumbing supply and logistics where he earned the name “Mechanical Mike,” because of his skills in
mechanics and discipline learned during his time in the Nawy

But one day, a series of heart and vascular problems left him on a walkerand unable to work. Suddenty everything
changed

“[ hated it." Hichael said. "That's not me. I've always had at least two jobs, and suddenly I couldn't even work"

He lost his income and his 16-year relationship ended: He lost his home and for a while, he stayed at a veterans’ shelter
in Phoenix. but he had to give it up due to an extended hospital stay for heart surgery costing him hie bed. 5till, his
resilience kept him grounded. "Adjust, adapt, and overcome, That's what they teach you in hoot camp,” he said. Soon
Hichael was referred to Dzanam Manar, SVdF's shelter for veterans, older adults, and those Hving with

tlities.

“You have peopls who know what they're doing, and if you put in the effort, they'll help you
tind your way." At SVdP, Michael worked closely with his case manager, helped him apply for a bus pass, connect to
medical care, and begin the search for permanent housing. Within months, he was approved for a supportive housing
program that would cover his rent for two years — they even helped furnish his apartment.

“When Michael came in, he had health difficulties, bul little by little he made o huge transformation,” said case
manages, Stephanie Wise. “He look advantage of every resource we offered and gol things done” IF wasn't long until he
found an apartment, and quickly it was move-in day and Michael was excited to start fresh,

Thirty-Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
Luke 21:5-19

When | was a kid growing up in New England,
I'd occasionally go on a whale watch. Once we went
out with calm waters and clear skies. But on the way
back in, the sea got rough. | was just a kid, and |
remember thinking we should turn left or right
toward the shoreline | could see. But the pilot of the
boat kept going straight — right into the waves —
focused on a small, discouragingly distant lighthouse.
Even when it flickered in and out of sight, he stayed
the course. He knew where he was going.

That image comes to mind when | hear Jesus’
words in today’s Gospel regarding false messiahs:
“Do not follow them” (Luke 21:8). In times of chaos
or uncertainty, there are always voices offering
easier routes, promising false safety, claiming to
speak for God. But Jesus isn't found in the loudest
voice or the nearest shoreline. He is steady, like a
lighthouse in the storm.

The tribulation of which Jesus speaks — it's
real. It happened to the Temple, it happened to him,
it happens in the Church, and it will come to each of
us. But the command is not to panic. It's to endure.
To keep steering toward him. Faith isn’t about having
all the answers or dodging every wave. It's about
knowing where the lighthouse is — and trusting it
enough to keep going, especially when false safety
beckons us to stop.
